 Balancing the use of dominant and recessive genes, selected from 

components of the original gene pool, striking variations can result in 

the size, appearance and personalities. 

 Legendary English Foxhounds were bred to accent unique traits 

of the Greyhound, Bulldog, and Fox Terrier.  Refined to be less 

stocky and a bit faster than its English ancestor, the American 

Foxhound led the Kentucky and Maryland red fox hunts. 

 òJuly,ó a hound prominent in American folklore, was shipped 

from Howard County, Maryland to Georgia in 1858 where, after 

further crossing with other hounds, it sired the much-prized July-

Maryland Foxhound strain of hunting dogs. 

Foxhounds live typically from 10 to 13 years.   
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After several centuries of breeding, Foxhounds, like all other 

recognized and unrecognized breeds, continue as dogs.  No valid 

scientific evidence exists that dogs remain anything other than 

descendant canines, never evolving into cats---even given mega-

chunks of deep time.   

The Human Genome 

Mendelõs law of genetics applies to all living organisms, including 

humans.  Mendelõs law and evolution theory are mutually exclusive.  

The human body consists of an estimated fifty trillion cells 

composed of ten million atoms each. The DNA of a single cell 

comes reportedly packed with information sufficient to fill 3,000 

encyclopedia sets.

There was a time when some scientists categorized human racial 

variances as different species, but no longer.  Today, all races are 

recognized as Homo sapiens.  Migrations to different parts of earthõs 

geography coupled with reliance on the component portion of the 

original master DNA gene pool possessed by the migrating parents 

assures diversity in descendant generations.   

Distinctive markers include the motherõs mitochondrial DNA and 

the fatherõs òYó chromosome passed along to his sons.  Striking 

variety shows up in an individualõs facial appearance, hair and skin 

color, eye expression and body size and shape.

Desperate for a substitute 

for a seriously flawed idea, Darwinists seized on mutations as the 

cure-all that hopefully could salvage evolution conjecture from the 

slag heap up of discredited òscience.ó  

 Awarded the lofty title, òneo-Darwinism,ó the band-aid itself 

suffered further onslaught from still to come discoveries, certain to 

expose mutations for the culprits they were---genetic mistakes that 

corrupted the genomeõs genetic code. 

 Reliance on mutations puts evolution theory at further risk! 

 For one thing, mutations add no new genetic information! 

 For another, mutations tend to corrupt the pre-existing gene pool, 

degrading an organism, like sour notes in a melody!  The already 

crowded roster of mutation villains lengthens each year. 
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 Mutated human genes labeled APOE, CLU, and PICALM have 

been targeted as likely culprits inflicting Alzheimerõs Disease on the 

lives of five million Americans. 4   

 Not only are mutations virtually synonymous with genetic 

degradation, no valid evidence demonstrates that mutations have ever 

successfully provided the raw information essential to transit one 

living organism to some new and different life kind! 

 Within the 200,000 year theoretical conjectured time frame that 

Homo sapiens have walked the planet, humans continue to be Homo 

sapiens, exactly the same species as the first parent couple without 

evolving or transiting to some new and different life form.   

 Mutations have degraded the human species but have not built the 

races.  Racial variances distinguishing earthõs inhabitants result from 

migration and the isolated gene pools unique to a geographic area.  

The offspring of a couple representing two of these isolated gene 

pools would only add to the diverse mix of humanity. 

 òéStudies have indicated the overwhelming majority of humans have a recent 

common ancestor within the last 5,000 years.ó  The òidentical ancestors 

pointéis estimated to be between 5,000 and 15,000 years ago.ó  5 

 If the time allocated to a human generation is calculated at 25 

years, there could be 200 generations in 5,000 years; 600 generations 

in 15,000 years or 2,000 generations in 50,000 years. Two-hundred 

generations within 5,000 years should be more than enough time to 

account for the diversity evident in todayõs racial profiles.   

After 20,000 generations of E. coli bacteria enduring laboratory 

induced mutations, descendants remained E. coli bacteria ad infinitum.  

Whether in the context of mankindõs 200 generations in 5,000 

years or 8,000 generations in 200,000 years, stasis trumps evolution.  

Humans have yet to evolve into something other than Homo sapiens.  

Stephen J. Gould, Harvard biologist and evolution devotee, put 

it bluntly: òYou donõt make new species by mutating the speciesé A mutation 

is not the cause of evolutionary change.ó 6

More than six billion humans walk the planet. Fully-functioning 

human organisms blend millions of cells, tissues and systems in a 

single, synchronized whole. None brag about some mysterious 

ancestral fish in the family genealogy.    

 

All human cultures share the Homo sapiens genetic code. 
Every person, like these bright eyed Hong Kong youngsters, 

carries a one-of-a-kind genetic fingerprint.

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The complexity overwhelms evolutionõs dogma!    

For starters, the human body consists of an estimated fifty trillion 

cells composed of ten million atoms each. The tongue is the 

strongest body muscle. To make room for the heart, the left lung is 

smaller than the right.   The average human scalp has 100,000 hairs   

The human brain generates more electrical impulses in a single day 

than all the worldõs telephones put together.  And every square inch 

of the human body has an average of 32 million bacteria on it. 7  

The 23 human chromosome pairs in the cellõs nucleus contain 

genetic information instructing each cell how to live and to reproduce 

24/7.   

The largest cell in the body is the female egg. The smallest is the 

male sperm. At the instant of conception, the human-to-be spends 

half an hour as a single cell. 

It takes 200 muscles to take one step. Big toes have two bones 

each while the rest have three. A pair of human feet contain 250,000 

sweat glands. About one trillion bacteria inhabit each foot. 

Stomach acid is reportedly strong enough to dissolve razor blades. 

Allegedly, the human body gives off enough heat in 30 minutes to 

bring half a gallon of water to a boil. 

The enamel in teeth is the hardest substance in the body.  

Teeth start developing (in gums) 6 months before birth. 8 

Far more than a mechanical machine, a composite human has 

access to the same spiritual power demonstrated by Francis of Assisi   

Reactions triggering laughter, love, loyalty, and compassion empower 

pursuit of all things good. 

Homo sapiens exists as a one-of-a-kind species---Sui generis  

Humans come with a frame designed to walk upright on two legs; 

a body needing clothing to match the weather; and language skills 

sorting out thousands of words and phrases. 9 

Darwin offered legerdemain, worthy of a Wizard of Oz!  His 

successors in interest offer more of the same! 
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Devotees stay the course, determined to wander in Munchkin 

Land.  The evolution òmiracleó survives as intellectual scam, an 

obsolete heist, clinging to the coat tails of legitimate science.   

The Human Brain 

The human package thrives with brains loaded with creativity and 

capable of calculating complex equations along with an imagination 

capable of concocting Darwinian style theories of lifeõs origin.   

No thoughtful person argues the personal computer designed and 

assembled itself by random reactions of inert matter.  Some 

intelligent minds insist human brains originated accidentally from a 

non-intelligent source, without design or designer!  

Intelligent reasoning power from unintelligent matter, no less? 

Whereõs the logic?  Whereõs the evidence?   

Then why canõt manõs intelligence create that first ever living cell 

that supposedly created itself accidentally?  

Gene expression profiles in the brainõs cerebral cortex differ 

between chimps and humans.  Comparing human with chimp 

cerebral cortex, òéit seems that the brain is really special in that humans 

have accelerated patterns of gene activity.ó 10  

Give credit where credit is due.  

No reputable university has awarded a Ph.D. to a chimp. Cute 

pets display clever behavior but never approaching an academic level 

warranting a kindergarten graduation certificate. 

Chimps and dogs understand many human language words.  

Parrots mimic spoken words and phrases.  But the fact stands in bold 

relief: no animal brain matches the mind of Homo sapiens.   

Human brains function in mega dimension beyond the capability 

of the most intricately designed computer.  A single brain cell is said 

to be able to hold five times as much information as contained in a 

set of the printed Encyclopedia Britannica. 

The brain develops from a genetic code in place at conception, 

nine-months before birth. Thanks to the DNA inherited from two 
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parents, all creative thought, sensory reaction, speech, and memory 

are driven by òa three-pound brainécomposed of twelve billion neurons 

éwithé120 trillion connectionsó encased in a trauma-resistant, compact 

cranial container. 11   

That memory bank òconsists of about ten thousand million nerve cells. 

Each nerve cell puts out somewhere in the region of between ten thousand and one 

hundred thousand connecting fibres by which it makes contact with other nerve 

cells in the brain. Altogether, the total number of connections in the human brain 

approaches 10
15

 or a thousand-million-millioné  

òImagine an area about half the size of the USA (one million square miles) 

covered in a forest of trees containing ten thousand trees per square mile. If each 

tree contained one hundred thousand leaves the total number of leaves in the forest 

would be 10
15

, equivalent to the number of connections in the human brain!ó 12
 

Consider the challenge confronting the worldõs most skilled 

electrician attempting to mastermind the wiring of that jungle of  

wires requiring a thousand-million-million connections without mis-

wiring, short-circuiting, or blowing a fuse! 

If that doesnõt deflate the ignorance of egocentric arrogance, try 

confining that jumble to the micro dimensions of a three-pound 

brain fitted snugly within the custom-designed, bony cranium that 

offers something less than 100 cubic inches of spatial capacity!  

So this feat of electrical/biological engineering supposedly 

designed and installed its own wiring diagram mechanism without so 

much as a master plan or Master Designer?  

Humans, endowed with this incomparable òcomputer,ó are 

supposed to believe it evolved over many millions-of-years thanks to 

billions of trial-and-error, undirected, mindless, random mutations? 

Without blown fuses? 

Hong Kong neurosurgeon C. P. Yu sees the human brain as òthe 

most complex 3 pound structure of this Universe.ó   
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A Fellow of the Hong Kong College of Surgeons, Dr. Yu 

describes the òbasic unitó consisting òof a neurone and glial cellsó with at 

least ò10 to 30 billion neurons and ten times that number of glial cells. Each 

neurone has 10,000 to 50,000 interconnections with other neurones.  Electron 

microscopy differentiates excitatory from inhibitory neurones by the presence of a 

micro-spine.ó 13 

The nucleus of each neuron contains a òDNA moleculeó which if 

unraveled would stretch a meter in length òwithin a cell 1/30,000 the 

size of a pinhead.ó  

Eight layers of bone with a òthick irregular plateó at the base òwith 

openings for cranial nerves, blood vessels, and the spinal cordó compose a 

geometrically designed skull encasing the brain.  Inside the skull, òthe 

brain is surrounded by pressurized cerebrospinal fluidéproviding nutrition and 

providing an active suspension system for the brain.ó 13   

Smooth movement of a coordinated body is taken for granted---

until upset by the insidious Parkinsonõs disease which disrupts basal 

ganglia function.   

òéA tiny structure called the Subthalamic Nucleus (STN) is the pacemaker 

of the body.  Numerous feedback loops and connections between the STN and 

other nuclei within the entire basal ganglia are responsible for the ultra-smoothness 

of movements.ó 13  

The brain orders the hand to automatically jerk away instantly  

from a too hot surface without conscious thought.  The skinõs power 

of touch equips the brain to respond to the hint of pain or the gentle 

touch of velvet.   

Dr. Yu reminds that the brain, message center for human life, 

manages five senses: smell, taste, hearing, touch, and vision.  Feel, 

taste, sound, and smell impact thought processes that activate the full 

range of human emotions.  

The brain òcan distinguish more than 10,000 odors through tiny olfactory 

nerves at the roof of our nose.ó 13   And with that delicate sense of smell 
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operational, taste buds introduce discriminating gourmets to the joys 

of dining. 

Thanks to two ears with stereo capability, humans listen to multi-

directional sound. Three miniature bones, tiniest in the body, anchor 

the listening process in each ear.   

Each ear comes equipped with ò24,000 ôhair cellsõ which convert 

vibrations to electrical impulses.ó The hearing nerve òenters the internal 

auditory meatus which houses 3 other nerves, 2 vestibular and 1 facial nerve, all 

tightly packed together and yet never pose any electrical leak or cross-over 

distortion.ó 13 

 The human eye completes the array of complex power! 

According to Dr. Yu, òApart from having auto-focus, auto-exposure, 

excellent low light response, excellent depth perception that no camera comes close, 

the eye can perceive: 1. Velocity, 2. Direction, 3. Location, 4. Texture, 5. 

Identity, and 6. Color.ó 13 

The neurosurgeonõs summation exposes the preposterous notion 

of evolutionõs discordant dilemma attempting to account for the 

human brainõs genesis.  Screened through mathematical analysis of 

probability, complexity of this magnitude equates impossible. 

  òWhat is the probability of life arising from atoms to molecules, amino acids 

to protein (donõt forget all life proteins are left-handed in configuration), DNA to 

messenger RNA, single cell to sexual reproduction, all the way to the human body 

with wonders of the brain and its senses, the heart and the circulation, the clotting 

cascade, the immune system, the wound repair and healing mechanisms?  

  òBear in mind that all these have to go against the second law of 

thermodynamics, [the] law of irreducible complexity, and the fact that most 

mutations are harmful.ó 13   

The average human heart does its thing---beating rhythmically 

100,800 times a day (with a pulse rate of 70 beats per minute) while 

pumping ten tons of blood daily, the weight equivalent of 140 adult 

humans. 14   
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Humans are not some mutant species that appeared here  
by chance! That “molecule-to-man” scenario seems far-fetched 

in the presence of live performing musicians.  

Chuck Nelson 
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The brain functions, thanks to a built-in pump and circulatory 

system. The heart and the brain survive as mutually dependent 

colleagues. Without constant flow of blood to the brain, death arrives 

in minutes.   

 True science resonates precision!  Charles Darwinõs conjecture, 

built on a series of speculative assumptions, runs counter to natural 

lawõs precision.   

Toss a ball into the air and the law of gravity kicks in.  The 

Periodic Table of the Elements provides a consistently reliable base 

for building chemical formulas.  Ecological balance assures a life-

friendly environment.  Mendelõs law of inheritance offers predictable 

genetic results. 

 Evolution responds with deafening silence when challenged to 

explain just how human intelligence, centered in the human brain, 

managed to manufacture itself and acquire information from a non-

living, unintelligent source? 

Darwinõs tortured trail of conjectured genealogy pushes mankind 

off the lofty pedestal of responsibility, presiding at earthõs command 

center.  Instead, humans are depicted as gradual, accidental late 

arrivals on the scene and without purpose---just another òbiologic 

transit stopó on a treadmill to oblivion.

After proposing a theory built on òchance,ó evolutionõs guru, while 

stubbornly refusing to acknowledge òDesignó in nature, admitted to 

Harvard professor Asa Gray, òI cannot think that the world, as we see it, is 

the result of chanceéI am conscious that I am in an utterly hopeless muddle.  I 

cannot think that the world, as we see it, is the result of chance, and yet I cannot 

look at each separate thing as the result of Design.ó 15
 

 The Genesis account of lifeõs origin identifies humans as the 

crowning achievement of the creation miracle.  Each individual is 

one-of-a-kind, endowed with creative skills, empowered with 

dominion over all other life kinds, and formed in the image of God. 
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Darwinõs òhopeless muddleó opposes diametrically the role of Divine 

intelligence in the creation of life.   

In an in-your-face dogma of contempt, and without benefit of 

persuasive evidence, the godless theory mocks the creation concept, 

alleging, without scientific justification, that Homo sapiens represent 

nothing more than mutant descendants from an ancient fish with a 

later genealogy that shares common ancestry with a monkey.  

The ancestral chain envisioned by Darwin linking man-to-

molecule, by accidental luck-of-the-draw, defies reason.  Abstract 

òlinksó arouse skepticism---particularly so when incorporating

The philosopher/naturalist jump-starts the make-believe process, 

by blazing a non-existent transitional trail of alleged continuity 

òthrough a long line of diversified formsó beginning with òhigher mammals 

éderived from an ancient marsupial ó then latching onto òsome reptile-like 

or some amphibian-like creature.ó 4  In his opinion, òMan is the co-descendant 

with other mammals of a common progenitor.ó 16  

With imagination unchecked, Darwin linked human genealogy to 

an unknown, pre-historic sea creature, asserting òall the members of the 

vertebrate kingdom are derived from some fish-like animal.ó 17 

Asserted linkage---without a scintilla of proof!  

Evolutionõs patron saint plunged ahead on a genealogical roll, 

saddling mankindõs family tree with yet another mysterious ancestor, 

depicted as neither male nor female.  

òéThe early progenitor of all the Vertebrata must have been an aquatic 

animal, provided with branchiae, with the two sexes united in the same 

individualé.ó 18  òSome extremely remote progenitor of the whole vertebrate 

kingdom appears to have been hermaphrodite or androgynous.ó `15 

  
 He assumed òéthe progenitors of man must have been aquatic in their 

habits; for morphology plainly tells us that our lungs consist of a modified swim-

bladderéthe heart existed as a simple pulsating vesseléó 19   
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Darwin conjured up man as having òdescended from a hairy 

quadrupedéprobably arboreal in its habits.ó 20  Waxing eloquent, he 

insisted òearly progenitors of man were no doubt once covered with hair, both 

sexes having beards; their ears were pointed and capable of movement; and their 

bodies were provided with a tail.ó 21  

Darwin diminished his familyõs ancestry by claiming a long organic 

chain of life beginning with that yet-to-be-explained accidental 

appearance of that first living cell derived from non-living matter. 

The linkage of successor life forms resulting from Darwinõs 

alleged organic chain of physical traits, acquired by gradual use or 

disuse of body parts over multi-millions of years, has yet to achieve 

feature status in most family albums. 

If Darwinõs words are taken at face value, manõs surmised 

ancestral linkage transits something like this:  òéfish-like 

animaléaquatic animaléreptile-likeéancient marsupialéhairy 

quadrupedéarboreal in its habitsésexes united in same 

individualéhermaphrodite or androgynousé covered with hairéboth sexes 

having beardséears were pointed, capable of movement éhigher mammalséó 

Darwin floats this breath-taking rhetoric without evidence of the 

intermediate life forms essential to the formula or the first clue as to 

the source of the new genetic information required by the pedigree. 

Where is verifiable evidence confirming this genealogical zoo of 

organic life forms eventually leading to monkeys and ultimately to 

Homo sapiens?  One-hundred-fifty-years after publication of the 

molecule-to-monkey-to-man wishful thinking, olõ Mother Hubbardõs 

fossil bone cupboard continues virtually bare. 

While not a featured admission in one of his published tomes, 

Darwin admitted privately in a letter to Harvardõs Asa Gray, òéI am 

quite conscious that my speculations run beyond the bounds of true science.ó 22   

Far òbeyondó speaks reality!   

Born to wealth and social status in a nineteenth century British 

society categorized by classes, Charles Darwin reflected a jaundiced 
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view of life outside his circle of privilege.  He wrapped his doctrine 

around personal bias of narrow social perspective. 

A cross section of Darwinõs unvarnished pronouncements raise 

twenty-first century eyebrows.

 ---Sexism. òéMan hasébecome superior to woman." 23 òThe average 

standard of mental power in man must be above that of a woman.ó 24 òThe chief 

distinction in the intellectual powers of the two sexes is shewn [shown] by man 

attaining to a higher eminence in whatever he takes up, than woman can attainñ

whether requiring deep thought, reason, or imagination, or merely the use of the 

senses and hands.ó

 òIf two lists were made of the most eminent men and women in poetry, 

painting, sculpture, music,---comprising composition and performance, history, 

science, and philosophy... the two lists would not bear comparisonéIf men are 

capable of decided eminence over women in many subjects, the average standard of 

mental power in man must be above that of a woman.ó  24  

---Class Privileges. "The presence oféwell-instructed men, who have not 

to labour for their daily bread, is important to a degree which cannot be 

overestimated; as all high intellectual work is carried on by them, and on such 

work material progress of all kinds mainly dependséWithout the accumulation 

of capital the arts could not progress; and it is chiefly through their power that 

the civilized races have extended, and are now everywhere extending, their range, 

so as to take the place of the lower races.ó 25  
 

 ---Degeneration of a Domestic Race. òVaccination has 

preserved thousands, who from a weak constitution would formerly have 

succumbed to small-pox. Thus the weak members of civilized societies propagate 

their kindé this must be highly injurious to the race of man. It is surprising how 

soon a want of care, or care wrongly directed, leads to the degeneration of a 

domestic raceéWe must bear without complaining the undoubtedly bad effects of 

the weak surviving and propagating their kind.ó  26  

 ---Racism. òThe western nations of Europe ...immeasurably surpass 

their former savage progenitors and stand at the summit of civilization ...ó 27    

òThe civilized races of man will almost certainly exterminate and replace 
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throughout the world the savage races." 28  òRaces differ much from each other... 

the capacity of the lungs, the form and capacity of the skull ... in their 

intellectual, faculties." 29     

 Evolutionõs chief guru pictured himself and his male compatriots 

as the fittest survivors, surveying life from the peak of the heap, 

superior beneficiaries of the monkey-to-man scenario, leading the 

human race ever farther away from their alleged òarborealó 20 roots.  

Monkey Business 

The òarborealó assertion set the stage for the conjectured family 

tree descending from some grand pappy, monkey-type critter. 

Without a hint of tongue-in-cheek equivocation, he attempted to pin 

the tale on the monkey for the entire human family.

Fact is, neither monkeys nor fish have anything to do with any 

human family tree---including Charles Darwinõs. A limb from a fake 

Christmas tree can never be grafted to the trunk of a rooted 

evergreen--- even when draped in glitter and dripping in gold.  

Darwinõs fictional òtree of lifeó is merely weird aberration!   

The same guy who saw no need to hang heads in embarrassment 

as to common blood lines with ape-like ancestry betrayed personal 

blindness to racism, going out of his way to look down his nose 

figuratively on human races he defined as òsavage.ó    

After leading readers all the way from primordial slime to the 

arboreal swing set, Darwin found a place for man parading from the 

òbarbarianó or òsavage stateó onward to òlower racesó and ultimately 

allegedly upward to òmen of a superior class,ó 32 a position reserved to 

the socially elites, dominating Europeõs nineteenth-century. 

“Out-of-Africa?” 

Ever since Darwin conjectured manõs divergence from ape-tpe 

ancestry, paleontologists have scrambled, combing strata, looking for 

corroborating clues.   

Hence the òout-of-Africaó theme! 

Monkeys, bonobos and apes appear common to the African scene 

but donõt overwhelm Middle Eastern landscapes.  It comes as no 

surprise that Darwinists seeking confirmation of his unusual theory 

of descent, continue to seek evidence of common ancestry with 

modern humans where knuckle-dragging primate populations roam.

50,000 years BP, òMr. Hofmeyró might just as readily support òinto

Before swallowing the allocated conventional dating of 36,000, 

50,000 or 200,000 years before the present, the Hofmeyr Skull 

deserves a closer look. 

òHofmeyrõsó age was determined òby measuring the amount of 

radiation that had been absorbed by sand grains that filled the inside of the 

skullõs braincase.ó 33   While this assessment sounds respectable, an 

unanswerable question hangs! 

Does the date of burial necessarily match the date of the surrounding turf?  

When a family pet is buried on the back-forty of the farm, does it suddenly 

acquire the age of the adjacent soil? 

Without evidence to the contrary, òMr. Hofmeyró arguably could 

have walked the earth as recently as 5,000 years before the present. 

Evolutionõs curious quest to confirm molecule-to-monkey-to-man 

remains unconfirmed---at least one or more bubbles out of plumb.

 ---Life from Non-living Matter. òScience as yet throws no light on 

the far higher problem of the essence or origin of life.ó 35 Human intelligence 

has not been able to pull it off either, in or out of the laboratory. 

 ---Flowering Plants. Flowering plants, representing 250,000 of 

the 300,000 known plant species, appeared suddenly on earth, 

without evidence of transitional ancestry.  Darwin called this reality 

an òabominable mystery.ó 36  

---Variation not Evolution.  Genetic codes inherent in every life 

kind carry variation capacity essential for survival.  This is not the 

radical transformation to a new and different life format imagined by 

evolution theory.  After 20,000 generations of laboratory induced 

mutations, E. coli bacteria remain E. coli. 

---Simple Cell.  Molecular biology confirms the simplest living 

cell is infinitely more complex than any man-made machine. 

---Information.  Evolution offers no clue as to the source of  

DNA information, present in first life, from the beginning. 

---Acquired Characteristics. Genetic change resulting from use 

or non-use of a body part canõt be passed to a descendant genetically. 

---Mutations.  Harvard evolutionist Steven Jay Gould concluded, 

òA mutation is not the cause of evolutionary change.ó     

---Missing Transitionals. Darwin admitted that òGeological 

researchédoes not yield the infinitely many fine gradations between past and present 
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species required on the theoryéIf my theory be true, numberless intermediate 

varieties, linking closely together all the species of the same group, must assuredly 

have existed.ó 37    

Is his theory òtrueó with millions of intermediates still AWOL?  

---Stasis.  Darwin predicted ònot one living species will transmit its 

unaltered likeness to a distant futurity.ó 38   Perhaps he was unaware of the 

Western Pacificõs Chambered Nautilus and the scores of other plant 

and animal organisms very much alive on Planet Earth?

Hello “Phantasy” 

 One-hundred-fifty years after Originõs November 24, 1859 début, 

and counting, scientific knowledge has exploded but has been less 

than kind to a flawed concept, overwhelmed by reality.  

The very definition of science, bent out-of-shape by evolutionõs 

montage of assumptions, abstractions and suppositions, leads to a 

blind alley of gross error.   

 Evolution theory, in a variety of superstitious forms, has 

infiltrated human thinking for several thousand years.  Only heavy 

doses of hype have kept it in play, on the academic field, long into 

overtime, but falling ever farther from the goal of verifiable science.   

Lacking rhyme, reason or respectability, evolution survives in the 

minds of imaginative humans, too proud to acknowledge the 

presence and oversight of a Higher Power, the Author of science.
